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Forest policy

Forest policy is what governments choose to do or not do about forests within their
jurisdiction. Forests are often the subject of government action because they provide a
mix of public goods (for example ecosystem services) and private goods such as fibre
and forage. Local, regional and national governments and international bodies have a
wide range of choices with regard to forests. These range from defining land tenure

arrangements to creating incentives, disincentives and markets for producing or
conserving multiple values and products.
